The very
appearance of evil, shun it
quickly. When you see a
temptation coming up, and
sin...You know, if it's
something  wrong, that
death Is lurking after you.
See? Then get away from it
just as quick as you would
get away from a—an
automobile approaching at
ninety miles an hour. See?

18 And how that we
know that we have Life, iIs
because that we hate sin.

19 So | thought that would
be a good little thought.

What's the matter with the
world today, we got too much
Intellectual religion. There is
such a things as having
Intellectual...] don’'t mean to
be rude, | don’t mean to hurt
people’s feelings, but the
trouble with these evangelists
today, that's crossing the
nation today a preaching the
Word, they say they go and



have a big meeting and
thousands are converted, and
go back a few weeks, and
there’s not hardly any of them
left. What is it? They receive a
Intellectual faith.

24 Now, God Is not known
by intellectual faith. God is
known by the experience of
new birth, only alone. Jesus
said, “Except a man be born
again of the Spirit of God, he
cannot even see the Kingdom
of God.” Now, any Bible
scholar here knows that the



word “see” there does not
mean “look with your eye.” It
means “understand.”

You—you say, “Il...Looking
at something or other, say, ‘I
just don’t see it.” You mean,;
you don’t understand it; you're
looking right at it. You look
with your eyes, but
understand with your heart.
That's right.  You can't
understand it. And no man
can know nothing of God, until
first you're borned of the Spirit
of God.



The Bible said, “No man
can call Jesus, Christ.” Only
by the Holy Spirit is the only
thing that...You can say,
“Well, | believe He's the Son
of God.” If you haven’'t been
born again, you're taking
somebody’s word for it. You
say, “The Bible said so.”
That’s right; the Bible’s right,
but what about you? You say,
“The preacher said so.” The
preacher’'s right, but what
about you? “Mother said so.”
Mother’s right, but what about



you? It's a personal
experience of your own that
you've got to be borned again
or you'll never understand
God.

25 And then He will reveal
Himself to you just as He
knows you have need of.
Now, there’s two things in you
that—that draws the opinion.
First there’s an intellectual
part, which is your mental
part. And the next is your soul.
You have a soul and a mind.
And the...



Now, here not long ago,
the old timers and the science
said, “Well, you know, God
sure made a mistake when He
saild that you, ‘as a man
thinketh in his heart.” There’s
no mental faculties—no
mental faculties in the heart
that a man can think with, it's
flesh.” And the critics re—said
It was ridiculous to think that a
man could think from his
heart.

About six months ago, you
people in Chicago and



around, found out that God
was right. The scientific
search has found that in the
human heart there’s a little
teeny cell that hasn’'t even got
blood in it or anything, it's a
little compartment, the animal
doesn’t have it, just the
human being; and they say it’s
the occupation of the soul. So
after all, a man believes in his
heart. You think with your
mind, but you believe with
your heart. God’s right after
all; it’s in your heart.



26 Now, your intellectual
faith will reason. You'll say,
“Now, | know the Bible
teaches that, certainly. But let
me think now, the days of
miracles Is past. Pastor said
so, somebody said so. |—I
believe that this day we don't
have that.” Now, see, you're
using intellectual faith. And
that intellectual faith  will
reason with God’s Word, but a
borned again experience from
the heart will not reason; it will
say, “God's Word's right.



There’s no more to do with it;
It's right.” Because something
down here that says it itself;
you have nothing to do with it.
It's God in the heart.

Now, an intellectual faith
will reason. Now, today that’s
what's the matter with our
churches. We've got away
from real old time experiences
of receiving the Holy Spirit.
And we've got away from it,
and substituted for it a
Intellectual college a—a
college education. Now, |



have...'m not trying to
support my ignorance now.
But | am trying to say this: If it
come between education and
salvation, | will take salvation.
Yes, sir. If my children didn'’t
know their abc’s I'd rather
they’d know Jesus Christ.
That's right, it is true. | think
education’s wonderful, but it’ll

go so far.
27 But the trouble of it
today, we’'ve leaned

altogether on education and
have adopted it instead of



salvation. We don’t need
today...You know what’s
happened? We've substituted
then the old fashion upper
room to receive the Holy
Spirit, for a supper room to
sell soups and things to pay
the preacher with, when we
don't need that. We need
back to the Bible, to the old
fashion Holy Spirit, good old
time Saint Paul’'s revival and
the Bible Holy Ghost, is what
we need back in the church
again tonight. It’s right.



And, friend, it'll only come
through the experience of the
new birth. A man cannot go to
the Kingdom of God without
being borned again, no more
than a bird could fly without
his wings. He couldn’t do it; no
matter how much bird he is,
he hasn’t got wings; he can't
fly. And neither can a man go
to heaven without being
borned again. Jesus said so.
And we know that it is not
Intellectual. And you can hear
people today In their



churches; they reason out,
say, “Now, | will tell you; that’s
not right.” Because, see, they
doubt. And what your soul

28 Here an experience |
had recently with a woman.
There was a woman who lived
In a neighborhood. She was
raised up a good woman. And
she was raised in a fine home,
although she went to church;
but she never become what
we’d know to be a Christian,
being borned again, though



she was very loyal In the
church, and she was the
pianist in the church. And she
married a fine boy that hung
around the church there, and
he was a good boy. And they
lived together for a while.

After while they moved off
Into a neighborhood; she still
joined up with, taken her letter
to another church. And she
lived Iin this neighborhood
here. She be—she was raised
of an old fashion mother who
really knowed God, an old



fashion mother. God help us
to have some more of them,
Instead of these cigarette-
smoking, cocktail-drinking,
night-running females that we
got today called mother. And
that's awful to say that from
the platform, but that's the
naked truth. It's a shame,
brother. | tell vyou; It's
disgracefully to think that the
motherhood of America has
broken down. That's the
backbone of any nation.



29 The first preacher that
ever gets a child is a mother.
There’s four...five Gospels:
Matthew, Mark, Luke, John,
and Mother. And a mother
should be a Spint filled
woman, who can teach her
children, and teach them to
pray and to know about God,
and so forth. Instead of that,
they give them to a babysitter
and run all night long. And
then go to Sunday school on
Sunday morning and call
themselves Christians.



| better get off of that,
hadn’t 1?7 'Cause | just an old
sassafras type that believes
the truth about these things.
That’'s right. And I'd rather
scorch you now than have you
be burnt after while, so that—
that's true. So you just
remember; it's the truth; it's
the Gospel truth.

30 And how today that
we’ve got away from that. It's
a...They go to the—the
church. And this woman, she
went into the church out there.



She done a very good job;
she was a piano player. And
after while, she begin to notice
the women In her
neighborhood begin to dress
Immodestly, how they get out
and mow their yards with
them little old clothes on. |
hope there’s none of them
here tonight. And it's a
disgrace to you, sister. God
be merciful to your sinful soul.
What else would do that but
an evil spirit full of lust. You
don’t want to think that, but



that’'s exactly. The only person
that ever stripped their clothes
In the Bible was a maniac.
That's right. Put on vyour
clothes and act like a lady.
Your husband ought to be
whipped for letting you do it in
the beginning.

So then the first
thing...Now, she thought
she’d go get by with that,
‘cause the rest of the women
In the church was doing the
same thing. The—she thought
she would do it.

There’s was nothing said too
much about it around the
church.

31 That's what's the
matter, pastor. What's the
matter, our people will go to
hell is because you let down
the Gospel in the pulpit; that's
exactly what it is. If you keep
those little old rosary things



out of the pulpit and preach
the Gospel, the power of God
unto salvation, have an old
fashion altar call and have
people cleaned up In their life,
it would be different. It would
be examples set forth in
Christianity. That's right. But
we've let down the bar
somewhere.

A good old Methodist
preacher friend of mine, he
used to sing a song:

We've let down the bars:



We've compromised with
sin;

We let down the bars;

The sheep got out,

But how did the goats get
In?

You let down the bars;
that’'s just simple. That's the
only thing it is. They could join
church today and live any kind
of life or anything. But | tell
you one thing; you can’'t be
borned again and live any
kind of a life. You'll live for



Jesus Christ when you're
borned again. And you’ll act
like a man. And you’ll conduct
yourself as a real Christian, if
you're borned again of the
Spirit of God.

32 So this woman, finally,
she got—fell in love with a
man, neighbor. And she left
her husband, and run off, and
married this man, and
continued playing the piano in
the church. And after while,
she left him and married



another one. And she thought
she was doing all right.

And then finally, ended up
as a common-law wife. What
was it? Her soul told her in the
beginning, “Don’t do that.” But
she reasoned, “Now, if the
rest of the woman can do this,
why can’t | do it?” But down in
her soul was a Spirit that said,
“Don’'t do that; keep away
from that; that’s not right.” But
yet, she fought against that,
and cast that aside, and she
went to reasoning. Don’t you



see? Don't reason, just
believe. Believe God’'s Word,;
don’t try to reason it out. Just
what God said is the truth.
And Dbelieve that to be the
truth. And don’'t go to your
reasonings; go to your
experience, to Christ in the
heart and compare it with
God’s Word.

33 Now, she went on. And
after while, she was called, or
the pastor of our church was
called to her bedside to pray
for her. Well, she was laying



there smoking cigarettes and
everything, living in the house,
a common-law wife, and he
said, “Sister, is everything all
right with your soul to die?”

She said, “Everything is at
peace.”

Now, she believed it. She
had went so long with her
Intellect, until she had grieved
the Holy Spirit from her. It no
more spoke to her; she didn't
know which was right. She
had reasoned it out. She had

34 Now, the doctor can
shoot a hypo in her arm and
keep you from screaming.
“Oh, she’s excited”; said the
pastor, “she’s not lost. Give
her a hypo.”



He give her a hypo, and
she, [Brother Branham pants
hard, then softer, then real
quietly—Ed.] Sure, quietened
her down. Oh, preached her
funeral and said, “The sister’s
In heaven.” That | cannot say.
But let me tell you; that hypo
can quieten those lips, but it'll
never guieten that soul that’ll
haunt her through eternity.

Don’t you let that be your
state.

Go out the back
door and change and come
back. And | just run out of



gasoline, and so | started up
on the porch, and | seen an
old beat up truck stop in front
of the house and a gentlemen
come walking up the street
there, the little driveway. And
he said, “I'm looking for
Brother Branham.”

And | said, “I'm Brother
Branham.” He looked them
overalls over and everything,
he said, “Yes, sir.”

| said, “That’s right.”



And so he said, “Well,
Brother Branham, | just
wanted to see you for a
moment; | guess you'’re busy.”

| said, “Never too busy to
talk about the Lord.” And he
said “Well...”

| said, “Won’'t you come
In?”

He said, “No, I'll just set
here on the porch.”

17 He said, “Brother
Branham...” He told me where
he was from, he said, “l was



borned and—and dedicated,
or consecrated, whatever they
call it, as a Lutheran.” And he
said, “lI guess when | was a
little boy, that was the last
time | ever went to church that
| know of, ’less my mother
took me sometime | knowed
nothing about.” Said, “I'm
married,” a very fine business
man.” Said, “I| had a lot of
things, a lot—nice car
business, and I'd made lots of
money.” Said, “One day my
wife went down to the



Pentecostals.” I'm going to
guote it the way he did, said,
“went down to the
Pentecostals and got the
spirits on her.” And said, “She”
said, “She was having a—a
good life.” And said, “She
come to me and tried to get
me to go and get the spirits on
me. And | said, ‘No,” said, |
said, ‘Honey, If you want to
go,’ said, ‘you go on anyhow.’
Said, ‘Now, remember, Iif
you're changing your life...”
Said, “We—we Ilived an



ordinary American life,
cocktall  parties, dances,
drunk, and everything else.”
And said, “I was glad to see
her straighten up.” Said, “She
did; it made a different person
out of her.” And said, “I
thought, ‘Well, if—if she does
that, 'm—I'm very happy that
she does it.”” And he said,
“Now, you got the checkbook,
any time vyour little church
needs any money, your
name’s just as good on a
check as mine. Go on and



write them out.” And said, “But
for me, |—I'm not religious.”
Said, “If you want to be
religious, go on.”

18 And said that, “Well she
was in that little church about
a year.” And said, “They had a
convention up in Tennessee.”
So | suppose it was the
Church of God of Prophecy;
that's where they-they have
their conventions up there.
And so he said, that “She
went up there.” And said, ‘I
was making a sale, a car, In



a—out In the—the lot,” and
said, “to some ladies.” And
said, “I'd put on my coat,
summertime.” Said, “Walk out
before them to make my sale.”
And said, “When | come back,
| happened to think, did | give
that woman that second set of
keys? And | run my hand
down in my pocket,” and said,
“I' had a little square tag In
there had a question mark
and on the back of it said,
‘Where will  you spend
eternity?”” Well, he said, I



looked and | thought, ‘Well |
wonder who put that in my
pocket?” And just throwed it
over Iin the trash basket.” And
said, “Something said to me,
‘But that’s got to be settled.”
Said, “lI reached down and
picked it up again,” and said,
“I/ got to shaking, and |
thought, ‘That’s right. I'm past
forty years old. So | ought to
be finding out where I’'m going
to spend it.”” And said—said,
“*Oh, now looky here, you're
just getting all messed up.” So



he throwed it down again,
tried to turn around, turned the
fan on, and so forth. And
said...He looked back to that
again. It just kept ringing in his
heart. “Where will you spend
eternity?” He picked it up the
third time. And said it got him
so nervous till he just couldn’t
even—he went home.

19 Said he heard that the
famous evangelist Billy
Graham was just one state
over from him, holding a
meeting. Said he went over to



that meeting, thought he’d talk
it over with Mr. Graham. And
said, “Mr. Graham said a
notable message that night.”
And he said, ‘All that wants to
see—receive Jesus Christ,
stand up and raise up your
hand.” Said, “lI stood up and
raised up my hand.” Said,
“They took me In the room
and told me, ‘Did | believe that
He was the Son of God?’ And
| said, ‘Yes, | do.” And they
told me, upon my faith, that



made me a Christian, and
said, ‘It's all over now.”

He said, “Brother
Branham, but it wasn’t all
over.” He said, “l went out and
then | went to another place,
and the people was called the
Free Methodists.” And said,
“They told me | had to get
sanctified, and get happy and
shout, and then it would be all
over.” And said, “They stayed
with me.” And said, “l got
happy, sanctified, and
shouted and it was...”

said, “They told me, ‘lt's all
over.” But said, “It wasn't.”

And said, “Then | went to a
famous Pentecostal brother
who crosses the nation back
and forth, one of the largest
Pentecostal group.”

no place for me. Said, ‘The
only one straighten you out,”
saild, “go see Brother
Branham; he’s a prophet.”
Now, that’s wrong, but...“He
said, ‘He—he’s a prophet; he
will be able to look down and
see where you crossed the
line and maybe you go back



and do something. There’s
something that you haven't
done or—you better go see
him.” He said, “Brother
Branham, here | am.”

And | said, “Well, brother,”
| said, “I'm not a prophet.” |
said, “But the Lord lets me
discern things to help out the
people, a little humble gift.” |
said, “But |—I don’t call myself
a prophet.” | said, “But—but
you don’t need a prophet for
that.

21 | said, “I want to ask
you something.” | said, “What
Billy Graham told you was the
truth.” And | said, “And what
the Methodists told you was
the truth. And what the
Pentecostals told you was the
truth. But it wasn't all the
truth.” See? | said, “It was
truth but not all of it.” | said, “I
believe in accepting Christ as
personal Saviour; | believe
that. | believe in sanctification,



and—and cleaning up a life,
and getting happy and
shouting; | believe that. |
believe in speaking in tongues
and the baptism of the Spirit,
and | believe in all that.” But |
said, “That’s not exactly what
we’re talking about.”

22 | said, “I want to ask
you something.” | said, “Now,
remember, you said for forty
years of your life you did not
do anything.”

He said, “Brother
Branham, I've sold every car



've got and give it to
preachers and evangelists.
I've done everything that |
know how to do, make
reconciliations for what I've
done in my life.”

| said, “That wasn't
necessary; you didn’'t have to
do that.” See? | said, “God
never required you to do that.”
| said, “You can’t pay your
way in. That's not the idea.”
But | said, “His grace is taking
you in.”



He said, “Well, what must |
do?”

| said, “Not a thing, nothing
you can do.” | said, “You told
me for the first forty years of
your life, that you didn’t care
about God. But you picked up
a little piece of paper that
said, ‘Where will you spend
eternity?” And  Something
said, ‘That’s got to be settled.’
You couldn’t get over it. Now,
you were going down a road
this a way, and all at once you
started back this way. You



didn't care for God; you
started back hunting for Him.”
| said, “Right there where you
made your turn, that's exactly
what changed you, right
there.”

He said, “Then I've had it
all the time.”

| said, “Certainly.”

He said, “Well, praise be to
God.” (See?)

23 Not upon some
sensation, but did you believe
it? See? That's where you



got—you got...See, no matter
how many sensations of
sanctification...lt IS a
sensation to be sanctified. It is
a sensation to receive the
baptism of the Holy Ghost.
But when you receive Christ
as your Saviour, that turns
you around. No man...Jesus
said in Saint John 5:24 (Think
of a handful and two dozen of
eggs. See?), 5:24: “He that
heareth My Word, and
believeth on Him that sent Me,
hath (present tense) Eternal



Life, and shall not come Into
the judgment; but hath passed
from death unto Life.” There
you are. See? Right there
you're turned around. That's
one part of the Holy Spirit.
Sanctification Iis another part
of the Holy Spirit. Then when
you get so full of It that you
can't do nothing else, as
Brother Roe said, He gives
you another language then.
And then trying...He just fills
you up. It takes the Holy
Spirit...“No man can come to



Me except My Father draws
him first. All the Father hath
given Me will come to Me.”
There you are. So when you
have the least little tinkling In
your heart to come to Christ,
you do it right away, 'cause
that’s the greatest thing that
ever happened to you, is for
God to call you to the wedding
supper of His Son. | don’t
know anything greater.
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
